A twist of fate and the need for employment landed Bentley at the
Kentucky New Era where he was a sports reporter and then editor.
When time allowed, he wrote movie reviews as well. That
continued at the Alexandria Daily Town Talk in central Louisiana,
until he became the full time television and film critic in 1985. Over
the past 22 years he has been a television and film critic for both
the Bakersfield Californian and the Fresno Bee. Asked about his
greatest accomplishment, Bentley boasts that he has sat in the
Captain’s chair of four of the five "Star Trek" television series’
spaceships.

Donald Munro has worked at The Bee since 1990 and has been
the paper® movie critic since 1996. He previously worked at The
Anchorage Times in Alaska. Back in 2002-03, Donald spent 10
months in New York City on an arts fellowship and went to more
than 300 cultural events. This is a man who wants to see
everything! Donald is a huge Broadway/musical theater fan and
enjoys writing about dance, opera, visual arts ... and movies.
